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Retirement complex might come to city

A key to the success of Garden Spot Village has been listening to potential
residents.

When they wanted
larger apartments,

the New Holland
retirement

community built them.
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And now that some Save to My Clipfile
want an urban
setting, not a
suburban campus, it
might offer that

option, too.
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In an innovative
expansion proposal, the nonprofit community is considering opening a
location in downtown Lancaster.

Garden Spot Village might partner with a partnership led by developer Ed
Drogaris to convert the long-vacant Lancaster Press building into
condominiums for "active adults” age 55 and older.

A 2011 opening of the Prince and Lemon streets historic landmark is
anticipated, if the revitalization project goes forward.

The Drogaris partnership unveiled plans in 2006 to buy the structure from the city and convert it into housing,
a project then estimated at $16.7 million.

Garden Spot Village chief executive officer Steve Lindsey said the joint plan is a response to "a growing
number of people" wanting to live "in a vibrant, urban community" such as downtown Lancaster.

"Downtown Lancaster is the best of both worlds," he said.

"It's not a huge city, but it has all of the best qualities of urban life -- great restaurants, art galleries, theaters.
It's a very walkable city with great things going on."
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
